NEW M-D WEBSITE:  Earlier in the year the Council of Governors voted to ex-
pend the necessary funds to establish a state-wide website.  I am pleased to 
inform you that the website is now up and fully functional and ready to use.  
Two domain names were purchased and will work to access the website - 
www.tennesseelions.org and www.tennesseelions.net.  The state website con-

tains a veritable treasure trove of information about Lionism, including links to all the dis-
trict websites.  Although the website is still undergoing some cosmetic changes, I think 
you will like what you see.  Give it a try! 
 

M-D TO SELL DIRECTORY SPONSORSHIPS:  At the last Multi-District 
Cabinet Meeting, the Council of Governors voted to sell sponsorships 
in the Lions Directory for the 2010-2011 year.  The funds generated 
from the sale of these sponsorships will help defray the ever-
increasing administrative costs of the Multi-District.  Frankly, as 
presently constituted, the dues structure does not generate sufficient 
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revenue to fund the administrative costs of the Multi-District; however, the current Coun-
cil of Governors strongly feels that now is not the time to consider a dues increase.  Thus, 
the plan to sell sponsorships is being advanced. 
 

Another consideration for selling sponsorships is to allow our Lions who offer goods and 
services to get the message out across the State of their availability.  The cost of advertise-
ments ranges from $250 for ¼ page to $800 for the inside front and back covers.  I am 
pleased to inform you that the Chapel Hill Club advertising the Tractor Pull has already 
spoken for the front cover.  More information will be forthcoming shortly; however, it is 
not too early to begin getting the word out to individuals and businesses in your areas and 
lining up sponsorships.  I have asked IPDG Keith Lawrence to head up the effort in our 
District. 
 

CHANGE IN STATE CONVENTION SITE:  Some two years ago our own PCC Dan Artis, 
Chairman for the 2010 State Convention, signed a contract with the Holiday Inn Brentwood 

to host the M-D State convention.  Last May the corporation that owned 
the hotel sold it at what is reported to be a distress sale.  The new buy-
ers assured the PCC Dan that the hotel would be completely remod-
eled and that they would honor the contract for our upcoming conven-
tion.  The promises not withstanding, no remodeling has begun and 
PCC Dan has been unable to make contact with a responsible party 
leading us to raise serious questions as to the ability of the new own-

ers to honor their commitment to us on May 21 and 22, 2010.  For those reasons, a new con-
tract is now being negotiated with the Clarksville Riverview Inn.  That hotel can accom-
modate us on the scheduled weekend, hopefully at similar, if not more economical, prices 
to those we were expecting at Brentwood.  PCC Dan will get us more information soon 
about this change.  In the meantime, change your plans from Brentwood to historic 
Clarksville and prepare to have a fun weekend on May 21-22, 2010!
